
Developing caregivers for women’s ministries

Most training for workers happens on the job, but many courses 

are available to assist them to grow. This training manual is ex-

tremely practical, with advice that will assist any worker in doing 

this type of ministry in a Christian context. This manual can be 

purchased and given to workers to study or used in one-day per 

week training. Although the course is specifi cally geared for work 

with prostitutes who are on drugs, much of the teaching can be ap-

plied generally.
